Summer Session I students visited Alicante from June 6-8th. El Castillo de 
Santa Bárbara provided an impressive view of the region, and Professor Ángel 

Gonz§lez explained the castleôs history both ancient and recent, from the IXth 

century Arab fortress all the way up to 1939 and the castleôs role in the Spanish 

Civil Warôs final days.
